Sandwich Bunch just made four new micro-loans, two from money that 

has been paid back by previous borrowers and two with money we collected 

this past spring.  These loans are to a group in Zimbabwe to purchase shoes 

for resale, a group in Mali to buy farm supplies, seeds and tools, and two 

loans in Nicaragua for clothing and general store inventory for resale.   

Of the 18 loans made by the Sandwich Bunch so far, 6 are completely 

repaid and 8 are repaying.  Even the 2 loans which were delinquent are repay-

ing again!  So far we have loaned $450: $250 from money repaid to us and
